Abstract
The article describes the animalistic symbolism in the names of some medieval Turkic
nomadic ethnic groups, namely, the ancient Turks. The versions of the origin of the
ethnonym "Turk" and its connection with the image of a wolf in medieval, Chinese
sources, as well as in scientific literature are considered. Two versions of the ancient
Tiirkic genealogical legend about the origin of the ancient Tiirkic tribe and its ruling
aristocratic clan, preserved in the Chinese chronicle sources, were analyzed, its
connection with the real history of the ancient Turks was traced and possible places
of settlement of the people were given. The question of the use of "wolf" symbols in
the ancient Turkic ethnocultural environment was considered. The work also pays
attention to the change in the meaning of the very name "Turk" during the Middle Ages
on the territory of the Eurasian Steppe Belt, when even after the departure of the ancient
Turks from the historical arena, their name began to be used not only to designate
representatives of this people, but also some other Turkic tribes and peoples who spoke
Turkic languages. At the end of the article, the probable consequences of the process of
interracial and intercultural mixing of the early Turks with the Caucasian population
of Altai, the emergence of the tradition of installing "balbals", as well as changes in
funeral and memorial ritual traditions in a later time among the Western and Eastern
Turks in Central and Central Asia are considered. The analysis of the sources showed
that, regardless of the origin of the source, according to the ancient Turkic history, the
ethnonym “Turk” was always identified with the nomadic army or with bright warlike
epithets attributed to it.

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Two Belt Overlays from the Burials of the Upper Ob
Region Population of the Early Iron Age: Symbolism
and Sacralization of Destruction

Abstract
The article is devoted to the consideration of two belt overlays originating from the
burial two mounds eight of the Maslyakha-1 burial ground, published for the first
time, and the graves one of the 15 mound of the Novotroitskoe-1 necropolis. Offered
a hypothetical reconstruction of both the surviving fragments of the plates and their
decoration. Based on the study of the topographical context of the discovery of finds,
and the absence of their additional elements in the studied complexes, the author
comes to the conclusion about the possible deliberate, ritual damage to these things.
The analysis of the topography of the subject clothing in burials Bolsherechenskaya
cultural-historical community provides some evidence of the deliberate undoing the
belt of the deceased that reflects the shape of the treatment thing during a rite of passage,
which can be defined as symbolic or functional degradation. This phenomenon can be
considered from the point of view of studying the forms of situational sacralization of
the subject complex of clothing. Destructive manipulations made with the belt and its
accessories have broad semantic connotations, and are fixed on both archaeological and
ethnographic materials. The symbolism of destruction can be considered from the point
of view of the «inverted world» hypothesis noted by ethnographers, according to which
a broken thing, by analogy with a dead person, gets a new life in another world.

Unique Karabakh Carpet "Gasimushagi": Origin,
Symbolism and Design Features

Abstract
The article examines the issues of origin, symbolism and design features of the rare
Karabakh carpet "Gasimushagi". The name of the carpet reflects the traditional name of
the territory of the life area of the Karabakh tribes with the self-name "Gasimushagy",
which means "Children / descendants of Gasim". The uniqueness of the carpet is due
to its "relationship” with the famous "dragon" carpets of Karabakh. The article traces
the evolution of the "Gasimushagi" carpet from "dragon" carpets of the Safavid era - to
carpets of the end of the first quarter of the 20th century. The analysis of artistic and
typological samples of design carpets made it possible to state its "genetic" connection
with the "dragon" carpets of Karabakh, as well as late carpets from the regions of
Azerbaijan - Shirvan, Kazakh, Cuba. The main motives of the carpet have undeniable
parallels with the motives of Azerbaijani carpets from these regions. The typologically
recognizable motif of the "Gasimushagi" carpet is the famous central medallion
(rosette), from which paired "sleeves” ("Gol"), containing the motif of climbing plants
with small flowers, extend up and down. The weavers of this carpet conditionally have
this motif "spider”. The central field of the rosette carpet has remained recognizable for
over a century. The border of the “Gasimushagi” carpets has several options, which are
identical to the decorative borders of not only Karabakh, but also Shirvan and Kazakh
carpets.

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Turkish Carpets Described in the Paintings of Mehmet
Ruhi Arel from the Military Painters
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Abstract
In Turkish handicrafts, weaving has a special importance. It is known that there are
weavings as a cultural element brought by Turks from Central Asia to Anatolia. Turkish
weaving, which is an important product of culture and textiles, was sometimes depicted
in paintings by the Renaissance and orientalist painters. The depiction of Turkish carpets
in the paintings by the Renaissance and subsequently orientalist artists has become a
tradition, and continued by the local and foreign painters of the Republican era and
today.

Introduction

Human beings have tried to decorate their environment, home and so-
cial areas with aesthetic concerns, colors and patterns. Throughout histo-
ry, beliefs, symbol language, the surrounding nature and objects have been
used as an important source of decoration.

Handicrafts have played an important role in the transfer and contin-
uation of the country's traditions, customs and lifestyle [Akrinali, 2004. S.
1]. Handicrafts have been beneficial in generating income, keeping tradi-
tions and customs alive as well as many features such as utilizing their lei-
sure time and workforce [Yanar, Erdogan, Kaybasi, Soylemezoglu, 2013.
S. 57-66].

Textile art has been kneaded with the weaving culture coming from
the history, and original designs have been revealed by adding aesthetic
values [Olmez, ve Cotaglu, 2013. S. 956-112]. Turkish art from Central
Asia to the present day has succeeded to lead this art for centuries with the
Turkish weaver, who has managed to adapt the change to the traditional
understanding, despite the constantly renewed cultural-artistic-scientific
developments, in different geographies. The weaving adventure of Turks
that started in Central Asia has undoubtedly continued by developing in
Anatolia [Bakir, 2005. S. 151]. Turkish hand weavings have preserved their
importance since the Pazirik carpet discovered by Sergei Ivanovich Ruden-
ko in 1947-19409.

When evaluated culturally, carpet is a product that forms a bridge be-
tween the past and the present and incorporates the feature of being an art/
craft work [Aytag, 2014. S. 1]. The Turkish weaver created his weavings in
his own time and as if by thinking of those who will see his works in future
generations. Intellectuals have also examined other works of Turkish art by
seeing the depictions of foreign painters and their place in other artworks
and hand weavings. It has been effective in introducing Turkish art to the
world with its different aspects. Many famous painters who created import-
ant works of the world could not remain indifferent to Turkish weaving art.

They have made it a habit, even a rule, to reflect Turkish rugs adorned with
motifs that have a different and symbolic language to their works.

Since the Renaissance, not only foreigners, but also the military painters
who grew up in the last period of the Ottoman Empire and were effective
in laying the foundations of Turkish painting in the western understanding
have sometimes depicted Turkish weavings.

The understanding of painting of western origin was introduced in the
school called Mithendishane-i Beri-i Hiimayun, which was opened in 1795
and where painting lessons were given for the first time during the III. Selim
period. The first painters, known as "military painters", were also trained
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from this school. Mehmet Ruhi Arel, who studied at the Naval School, is
one of the important painters who grew up in this period.

Life of Mehmet Ruhi Arel and his artist identity

His Life. He was born in 1880 in Galata, Istanbul. He is the son of Halil
[lhami Efendi from Galata, and the grandson of the Kadiri Sheikh Haci Ali
Baba. After finishing primary school, he entered the Naval School. Meh-
met Ruhi's interest in painting started when he was a student at the Naval
School. He graduated from the Naval School in 1908 as an engineer officer
from the construction class and was appointed as a painting teacher at the
Naval School. His friendship with his friend Hikmet Onat from the Naval
School strengthens in these years and continues throughout their lives. In
1905, she married to Mrs. E Muzaffer Neyzi. In 1909, he resigned from the
Naval School while he was in the rank of Captain. He is among the found-
ing members of the Ottoman Painters Association, which was established
with the support of Caliph Abdulmecit. He writes articles for the Journal
of the Ottoman Painters Association, which is the media organ of this so-
ciety. Passing the European exam opened in 1910, he goes to Paris. Here he
works for five years in the workshop of Fernand-Anne Piestre Cormon at
the National School of Fine Arts (I'Ecole Nationale Supérieure des Beaux-
Arts). When the First World War started in 1914, Mehmet Ruhi Bey, like
his friends, ceased the scholarships of our painters in Europe and therefore
returned home. He continues his art life as a lecturer at the Academy. He is
assigned to the position of perspective teacher, where he worked for a short
time in the Academy. In 1922, he became the permanent teacher of the Free
Painting Workshop in Cemberlitas, which was established under the aus-
pices of Istanbul Governor Ali Haydar Bey. According to the claim of Pertev
Boyar in Istanbul, he died in 1931 due to overwork’.

His Artist Identity. The paintings of Mehmet Ruhi Arel [Ersoy, 1998. S.
14], who contributed greatly to the establishment of the Ottoman Painters
Society, were sent to group exhibitions in Germany, Austria and Italy during
his lifetime. He played the violin and spoke fluent English and French. He
continued with Sami Yetik, Ali Cemal, Sami Boyar, Namik Ismail, Hikmet
Cevat and Ibrahim Calli to the painting workshop opened by Enver Pasha
in Istanbul at the end of World War I, and produced paintings reflecting
the effects of the war. He participated in the Galatasaray Exhibition in 1916
with his paintings titled "From Canakkale Correspondence” (3 pieces),
"A Monument of Canakkale", "Uhud-u Atika's Interest" and "Canakkale

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Muhaberati Safahatinden”. He worked with Ibrahim Calli, Hikmet
Onat, Namik {smail, Ali Sami Boyar and Ali Cemal Ben'im at the Sisli
Workshop, which was opened in 1917 with the initiative of Celal Esad
Arseven to produce sea-themed paintings. participated. He participates
in the Galatasaray Exhibition in 1918 with his paintings “In Canakkale”
(last phase), “Study”, “Triptych” and “Woman selling headscarves” In 1919,
his paintings named “Return of Kagithane” (watercolor), “Bridge on the
Group” (watercolor), “Pray in the Morning Prayer”, “The Turkish Lady
Who Makes a Toilet” are among the masterpieces of this year's Galatasaray
Exhibition. He participates in the 1920 “Galatasaray Exhibition” with his
paintings “After Afternoon Prayer”, “Yagkapani Pier” (watercolor), "Group
in the Golden Horn" (watercolor). The general program of the workshop,
published in the same year, constitutes one of the cornerstones of Turkish
painting. In the 1922 Galatasaray Exhibition, he exhibited his paintings
named "Sleeping Mother and Her Children", "A Mother in the Migration",
"Ancient Turkish Beauty" and "When the Gergef Work", at the Mimar
Sinan University Istanbul Painting and Sculpture Museum. His works have
always attracted great attention in international exhibitions as well as in
domestic exhibitions. Her paintings titled Woman selling headscarves and
Iftar painting were exhibited in exhibitions held in the cities of Vienna and
Berlin, attracted great attention and appreciation. One of his most important
activities is the private workshop called "Free Painting Workshop", which
he opened with Thsan Bey in Istanbul Cemberlitas in 1922. The working
method and general program of this workshop was published in 1922
and is almost a guide for painters. Nuhi Bey's works in Turkey, domestic
and foreign Grand National Assembly at the Topkapi Palace Museum
of Painting and Sculpture in Istanbul Maritime Museum, the Museum
and the Military Museum in private museums and mixed enterprises are
located in the family collection and private collections?.

Turkish weaving description paintings

First example: The painting in the Raffi Portakal archive dated
1919-called Invocation in the Morning Prayer is 100 x 88 cm in size and is
an oil painting on canvas (fig. 2).

There is a male figure with a turban and a white beard praying on the
prayer rug. To the right of the figure, there is a candle emitting on a wooden
chair and a kerosene lamp. In the direction of the Qibla, the lower part
of the windows through which daylight enters is visible.

The carpet, which is laid in the direction of the gibla in the painting, is
in dark blue in the prayer rug depiction, and the part above the mihrab is
colored in green. Since the painter did not depict the motifs clearly, it is not
possible to comment on the location of the carpet prayer rug.

Second example: A 73 x 100 cm oil painting on canvas named Male
Model is in Mimar Sinan Fine Arts University Painting and Sculpture Mu-
seum (fig. 3).

There is a male figure in a bathing suit standing with one arm on the col-
umn with a yellow cloth on it. The other hand of the figure is on the waist.
The figure is on a table and there is a carpet on the table under his feet.

There is a very large white medallion in the middle of the red floor car-
pet. There are dragon figures in the corners of the red carpet with three
pieces of water with unclear motifs. Inside the white medallion, there is
another belly button with pendants. It is probably a description of the Usak
carpet.

Third example: An oil painting on canvas with the size of 147 x 111 cm,
dated 1931, called the Official Passage, is in the Sisli Revolution Museum
(fig. 4).

In the area where the military band is present on the right side and the
protocol staff on the left side on the street, there are soldiers making the
official parade on the stone road in the middle, saluting the protocol.

There is a small runner-style carpet under the two people, who are
members of the protocol in civilian and military uniforms, and a large red
carpet under their feet.

The colors of red are predominant in both rugs, for which the motif and
color details were not clearly given by the painter.

Fourth sample: The painting of 33 x 48.5 cm dated 1924, which is an oil
painting on cardboard, is in Izmir Painting and Sculpture Museum (fig. 5).

There is a sleeping cat figure in a place thought to be cedar. Under the
cat, there is a red carpet of medium composition area. Small black water
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hook motif is arranged. The motifs in the large purple colored water and
the red colored middle composition area are not clear.

Fifth example: The painting, which is oil on canvas, is in a private collec-
tion, dated 1917 and measures 100 x 80 cm (fig. 6).

In the work, there is an old woman figure with glasses and a scarf, apply-
ing a herbal pattern with a brush to the fabric stretched on a wooden frame.

On the right, there is a cat figure on a couch with a carpet. It is thought
that the carpet, which depicts very little of the middle composition and wa-
ter part, may be a depiction of the Usak carpet from the motif in the water.

Results

It can be said that he produced works as one of the best representatives
of the impressionism school in that period. It is seen that Mehmet Ruhi, who
has a superstitious art education and understanding, put forward realistic
compositions in his paintings and tries to reflect sections of people's daily
life with a more realistic approach. It is understood from the wide brush
strokes and large-scale compositions with many figures, such as in the
Official Parade painting, that he displays an understanding that keeps the
effect of the pattern in the second place.

His paintings are very realistic, evoking the feeling that he is painting
with sincerity and sensitivity. It is understood that the perspective in the
pictures subject to the study is very good. The paintings of Prayer in the
Morning Prayer, Woman Selling Headscarves and Sleeping Cat are sections
from daily life, and the Official Parade is a work that emphasizes the war
and national struggle of that period. The Male Model painting can be seen
as a reflection of his western-origin painting education.

It is understood that the painter, with a clear view of the region, depicts
the rugs seen in the woman selling headscarves and male model paintings
clearly and the other three paintings do not reveal the patterns and motifs
on the carpets.

In addition to making the figure feel as a pictorial element, he has also
been able to make use of textiles, which are an integral part of the traditional
culture, in the paintings he made with a style that perceives it as a reality
of a daily life.
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Abstract
Greek mythology made the Earth a mother goddess, Geea or Gaia, the primordial deity

But this is not the main subject of this paper, who
has the purpose to give the readersan approach on some aspects of the Mother Godess
in mythology with visual art representations.

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Introduction

Ana is the first name of the primordial mother goddess. The mythical
name, Ana, of the goddess is the first sound emitted by humanity: the
breath. In Sanskrit, Ana means food and An means breath. If not, the one
who nourishes. As for An, breathing means nothing but life. Breathing is
equal to being alive, so Ana meets in itself the two principles: to give life and
to nourish. The cult of the goddess Anne spread from the Black Sea basin to
Asia Minor, Mesopotamia, and then spread throughout the Mediterranean.
Through the migration of the Aryans from the Carpathians, its cult reached
as far as India, where it was called Annapurna (purna-abundance, therefore,
food in abundance). Due to the migrations that took place over time, the
cult of the goddess Ana and therefore her name, Ana, Ama, Mama, with
the necessary transformations, expanded. But remaining the same. Thus,
we will find it, to speak only of the European area, under the name of Danu,
Mama Gaia, Mama Geea, Maia, Jana, Diana, Hecate.

The Great Goddess (Mother Godess, Mother Earth) [Rus, 2013. P.74].
is attested in so many forms and appearances that she is recognizable
not by a unique name, but by her attributions. She is the Great Mother
of the Gods (Magna Mater Deorum of the Romans). The two fundamental
characteristics are motherhood and death. Through motherhood it is
related to fertility, sexuality, love. Through death it is linked to war, hell,
the dead. Through both - of the earth which is the one that gives life to the
plants and the place where the dead are buried.

For the Romans, the Mother Earth is alive; everything that is seen,
organic or inorganic, lives. The earth speaks the same as stones, plants,

gases, animals. He is animated by his own feelings and a high morality. He
breathes, moves (earthquakes), endures all that is on him ("how the earth
endureshim"), eats ("the earth would eathim"). It is like an anthropomorphic
colossus (the navel of the earth, the belly of the earth) which, although it
has a soul (the spirit of the earth), leads a vegetative life.

The most used symbols of the Great Goddess are: column, tree, snakes,
pigeon, bulls, cow, pair of horns, double-edged ax, shell, female figurines
with exaggerated sexual attributes.

Apuleius, in The Golden Donkey, is aware of the structural unity of the
various mythical figures who represented the Great Goddess. Here is what
she says to Lucius, the main character: “Moved by your prayers, I, Nature,
the mother of all things, the mistress of the elements, the source and begin-
ning of the ages, the supreme deity, the queen of the seas, the first among the
inhabitants of heaven, the immutable face of the gods. And the goddesses. I
am the one who rules the bright heights of the sky, the healthy winds of the
sea, the pathetic silence of hell. My power is unique, although the universe
glorifies me in different forms, with different rites and under many names.
The Phrygians, the first born on earth, call me Cybele, mother of the gods; I
am Venus of Paphos among the inhabitants of Cyprus; Diana hunts for the
Cretans who are good at shooting arrows; Proserpine-infernal in Sicilians

who speak three languages; Ceres, the ancient goddess, at Eleusis; some
Hecate, others Nemesis. But those who are the first to be enlightened by the
divine rays of the rising sun, those of Ethiopia and Aria, and the powerful

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Egyptians by their ancient science, honor only me with the services that are
due to me, and call me by my true name, for I I'm Queen Isis."

This Great Goddess is what the Iranians call Anahita, and the Persians
Anahid. After all possibilities, Anahita is the result of an adaptation, the
ancient name being Ardvi. We find it in Lydia in the form of Artemis.
According to Cumont, the temple of Artemis in Doura Europos, before
it belonged to her, belonged to the great indigenous goddess Nanaia.
Assimilation was common, as shown by an inscription from Piraeus
dedicated to Artemis Nanaia. Likewise, the temple of Diana of Ephesus
became, in the Christian period, the most important place of worship of the
Virgin Mary, the Mother of God.

We can say that none of these names can be satisfactorily explained
in Indo-European or Semitic languages. The oldest source of this series
is the Sumerian goddess Innanna, worshiped at Erech. Her name turned
into Nana, Nini, Ninni, Anna and Anu, which means nanny. In Semitic
it became Ishtar, then Achtorech in the Old Testament, Astarte in the
Phoenicians (who passed it on to the Greeks and Egyptians), Artimus
and then Artemis in the Lydians, Artume in the Etruscan and Artumi in
the Iranians. Linguistic studies have shown that Agdistis or Atargatis in
Syria, Aditi in India, were also derived from it; but more surprisingly, Ares
or Mars (the singular nominative of Mars) which retains only the aspect
of death, under the guise of war, not the maternal side.

In China, Si Wang Mu is the "Queen of the West", also called the Divine
Mother. In Finland, Ukka is an ancient mother; to the northern peoples,
Nertus, is the great goddess who travels in a chariot drawn by bulls, like
Cybele to the Greeks. Inuit Eskimos know a goddess of the sea with the
appearance of a seal, etc.

In Celtic mythology, Dana is the mother goddess, also called Danu or
Ana. In Ireland she is the mother of all the gods Tuatha de Danann, and in
Wales she is the mother of the supreme god, Dagda, and Goibniu. Goddess
of fertility, peace, prosperity, she commands the moon, regulates the time
and course of the moon. She is the queen of Darkness and the companion
of souls to the Other World. Dana is often represented, as well as other
deities, either in a unique form or under that of three seated women, the
number three having a symbolic character in the Celts. Thus, in Gaul, she is
worshiped in the form of three matrons.

In the old Roman calendar on March 1 fell Matronaliaile (Matronalia)
or the feast of matrons, ie wives and mothers (mater familias), a holiday
dedicated to Iunona Lucina and Matron, in her role as goddess of marriage,
birth and mothers : Lucina is "the one who brings the newborn to light"
(lucinus comes from luxury, light), but also the goddess of new light, and

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the Matron is the protector of mothers (the matron comes from mater,
mother). It could be said that Juno shared New Year's Day, March 1, with
her son, Mars, and that the fact that the first day of the year was also her day
is proof that she is one of the hypostases of the Great Goddess celebrated for
thousands of years at the beginning. year. Matronalia shows us that the only
function left to this Great Mother, in the minds of the Romans, was that
of women's defense. And the fact that she was the mother of Mars shows
us an ascendancy over the most virile Roman god. Let's say, in passing,
that Matronalia was a celebration of spouses and marriage, when men
gave gifts to their wives. And, let's also say that it was also called Calendae
foeminarum, women's calendars, what we would call Women's Day today.
Also on March 1, that is, on the first day of the Roman New Year, the fire was
renewed on the altar of the Vest, the goddess of the hearth, and she, another
face of the Great Mother. And March 15 was both a day of Jupiter and the
day of Anna Perenna, perhaps the oldest memory of the Great Mother.
Its name means: eternal time, eternity, perennial year, meaning eternally
renewed. Very interesting is the fact that anna is a feminine, unused form
of annus, year, time and, at the beginning, circle, cycle. So, Eternal Mother!
And perennial is a word also made up of annus: per-ennis (from per, along,
and annus). She was the feminine personification of Time that is eternally
renewed. She is either a dying old woman or a young and proud goddess:
obviously, the year she dies and the year she is reborn.

Similar with Anna Perenna is old Romanian folk Great Mother figure
Dochia. It is no coincidence that Dochia dies frozen at the end of the year.
But, in the Romanian version, the second part of the myth is missing, the
one about the rebirth / resurrection of the goddess.

After the arrival and settlement of the Scythians in the North Pontic
steppes and the expulsion of the Cimmerians from those regions, as
Herodotus presents in Volume IV of Histories, between the newcomers
and the older Thracian world, a natural border was formed. at its discharge
into the Black Sea. This balance was maintained throughout the 5th century
BC. One of the most important deities worshiped by the Scythians, besides
Tabiti - the Great Goddess - the patron or goddess of fire and hearth, but also
the one who invested strongly in the leaders of the tribes, was the Mother
Earth, the goddess of the fertile land — API. The worship of this goddess
is nowhere more widespread than in the northern Black Sea. Interesting
is the resemblance between the representations of this goddess adored by
the Scythians and the Thracian representations of the Great Goddess half
woman - half Tree of Life.

The association between the Great Goddess and the Tree of Life was
also known in Egypt. A relief depicts Hathor in a heavenly tree (no doubt

of immortality), giving the soul of the dead drink and food - that is, ensuring
the continuity of life, survival. The same mythical and cultural association
in Mesopotamia. Gilgamesh meets a miraculous tree in a garden, and next
to him the deity Siduri (i.e. "the young woman") called sabitu, "the woman
with wine". In fact [...] Gilgamesh meets her near a vine; the vine was
identified by the Paleo-Orientals with the "grass of life," and the Sumerian
sign for "life" was originally a vine leaf. The nude woman-vine motif was
also transmitted in Christian apocryphal legends.

The great goddess Bendis (Bhendis, Mendis, Mhendis) was the female
deity of the North-Thracian pantheon who dealt with the destinies of men,
like the Cursed Ones. Bendis was also the goddess of marriage, love and
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love, as well as the Scandinavian goddess Freya, the Greek Aphrodite,
the Etruscan goddess Albina, the Ishtar of the Assyrian-Babylonians, the
Inanna of the Sumerians, the Dzydzilelyaa of the ancient Poles, the Prende
of the Albanians, Shiva of the Slavs or Venus of the Romans.

Sometimes a feature of the Godess can be blurred. For example,
Medusa's head, which turns the one who looks at her into a stone, shows her
feminine character (because she is a beautiful young woman), the mortal
one (because her gaze kills), but the maternal side escapes [Romanescu,
2018. P. 147-154]. But it is found in the myth that concerns it; Medusa
(the siren) and her sisters Gorgone, Sthena (the strong one) and Euryales
(the wanderer) are the names of the moon. In fact, the Orphics called the
full moon "Gorgona's head." Or, the Moon is one of the forms of the Great
Goddess [Harding, 2019. P. 125-147].

The manhood aspect of the Great Godess

Interesting to research are the cases of virility/masculine side of the Great
Goddess. Uranus, the one who throws his children in Tartarus (dying), is
originally the Great Goddess, Mother Earth. His name is the masculine
form of the name Ur-Ana, "Queen of the Mountains", "Queen of Summer",
"Queen of the Winds", "Queen of the Wild Oxen" - a figure of the Great
Goddess whose worship is celebrated in mid-summer. According to
Herodotus, Urania is a doublet of Aphrodite; later she becomes a muse.

Ares is also a late manhood. In fact, from the beginning, the priests
of the Great Goddess were eunuchs or only dressed as women (Tiresias
was punished for changing into a woman for seven years). Cybele is a
hermaphrodite, as is Astarte. In Cyprus, a village of the Great Goddess
was worshiped, dressed in a woman's dress and with a beard. Among
the Romans there were androgynous statues: Venus barbata and Fortuna
barbata (both bearded). Gorgons often wear beards.

The singular is the case of Mars (Mars) which is not only the god of war,
but also of spring, fertility, and the protection of cultivated fields. We know
that his name derives from the root Ardvi, by adding an M that we find
as a suffix, and not as a prefix, in Artemis, Artimul or Artime - all names
of the Great Goddess. We thus find the double maternal (fertility) and
mortal (war) character of the goddess in the same character (Mars is an
ancient Italic deity, not the simple "Romanization” of Ares). We see here
the connection with the vegetation, but also the antiquity of this symbol;
Permutation of a suffix into a prefix to indicate the transition from feminine
to masculine (equivalent to Urania-Uranus) is a process unknown in Indo-
European languages. It refers to a pre-Indo-European language, that is,
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at least 7-8,000 years old, and to a mythical cycle from which only this
doublet remained, just as a mountain peak that still rises from the sea is the
testimony of an entire sunken continent.

The journey of the Great Goddess

All the previously mentioned deities are hypostases of the Great
Goddess, even if "chronologically” they are her daughters or granddaughters
(Rhea is the daughter of Geea, Demeter is the daughter of Rhea, Artemis
is the daughter of Selena, Aphrodite is the daughter of the waters and the
primordial ocean, etc.), each represents a stage in becoming (specializing)
the Mother Goddess whose multiple attributes are progressively
individualized. In one of these situations, the Great Goddess is the hero
of the first mythical journey, namely the supreme journey to the realm
of death, in search of the slain lover: Ishtar [Harding, 2019. P. 189-203]
seeks Marduk, Isis/Osiris [Harding, 2019. P. 203-229], Cybele Marduk, Isis
Osiris, Cybele Attis, Astarte Adonis, etc., and Demeter is looking for her
daughter Persephone. The journey is - symbolically - a return in itself, to its
own beginning, a regression to the uncreated. The goddess looking for her
lover killed and hidden in the realm of death (that is, in the womb of the
Earth-mother-primordial) seeks herself in the hypostasis of the unborn;
she is also a mother and a fetus. The journey in death is a journey to the
source of rebirth, it is the transformation of the life circle into an infinite
spiral.

The itinerary is littered with dangers, and the Goddess goes beyond the
limits of despair when, like Isis, she gathers the fragments of Osiris' torn
body to put them back together and breathe life into it.

The monsters from Hell subject her to embarrassing trials, and she re-
nounces her pride by dressing herself in humility and reluctance (Astarte is
forced to renounce at each gate a sign of power until she remains vulnerable
and empty-handed). And the existing trait is reversed; In front of the eter-
nal gods of death, the goddess arrives as a baby begging for life. The gods
accept and the lover returns to the realm of light. But not definitively; the
cycle of life precipitates in such a way that Osiris, Attis, Adonis are reborn in
spring, along with nature and die again in autumn, similar to Persephone.

Thus, the myth of the Great Goddess, integrated with that of creation,
inaugurates the initiatory journey of future heroes of knowledge who, seek-
ing the essence of life (a fundamental answer, immortality, love, golden ap-
ples, etc.) inevitably reach "beyond the other realm."
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Conclusions

The cult of the Great Mother Goddess appeared from the dawn
of humanity, in matrifocal societies, when the woman was in the center
of attention, as the one who gave life. As proof of the importance given
to this cult are the many statuettes discovered in all areas mentioned,
but being enough to mention only those belonging to the Turdas-Vinca-
Lepenski Vir, Cucuteni, Gumelnita or Anatolian cultures.

The cult of the Great Mother Goddess has been a source of inspiration
in the field of visual arts over the years, so we can see many spectacular
representations of her from cultures over the world.

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Abstract
The modern level of research of archaeological materials requires the involvement of
a set of methods, including natural sciences. Among the latter, synchrotron methods
of analysis of matter occupy a special place. Thise group of metods began to be used
in archeology at the beginning of the 21st century, occupy a special place. This article
provides an overview of synchrotron methods for analyzing archaeological materials
that combine high accuracy, multitasking, and comparative accessibility. The authors
consider the following methods: synchrotron X-ray diffraction, X-ray fluorescence,
X-ray absorption of ideal structures, synchrotron tomography, synchrotron infrared
spectrometry, Raman spectrometry. Descriptions of the physical basis of the methods
are given. The advantages and disadvantages of the methods are evaluated, examples of
their use in the study of archaeological material are given. The review was performed on
the published research materials of the Elettra Synchrotron Trieste S.C.p.A. (Italy). The
difference between the synchronous methods and their analogues based on alternative
radiation sources is noted. Synchrotron analysis methods for the most part are not
unique and have the same common drawback as the vast majority of non-synchrotron
methods - the need for sampling, which leads to fragmentation of the artifact. However,
the use of synchrotron radiation can significantly improve the accuracy, quality of data,
speed up the process of collecting information, present data in an alternative form.

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From the Sovereignty of the State to the Sovereignty
of the People: the Constitutional and Legal Experience
of the Asian and Russian countries

Abstract
The possibilities of applying the study’s main conclusions concerning the relationship
between sovereignty of the state and sovereignty of the people are very relevant. The
issues affecting the "rights to sovereignty" of individual nationalities or state parts are
prevail.
In this paper the concept of sovereignty is considered, a comparative description of
the mechanisms for the implementation of sovereignty in the Russian Constitutions
and some Asian countries are provided, and the main normative legal acts regulating
the foundations of the Russia state sovereignty are designated and structured. Using
the methods of scientific knowledge and the method of system analysis, it has been
established that the state, from the standpoint of modern constitutional and legal
science, is sovereign only if it consolidates and realizes the will of the people in practice.
Sovereignty is the most important characteristic of the state power, but it should express
the sovereignty and supremacy of the people as well. The system of the state power
and administration should not only possess the properties of democracy, but in fact
correspond to it. Sovereignty is possessed not only by the state, but also by the people,
by virtue of the right to self-determination.

Contflicts in the Soviet Society of Western Siberia
(1936-1938)

Abstract
The article examines the phenomenon of social conflicts in the Soviet society of
Western Siberia in the second half of the 1930s. In the context of the relations problems
between the Soviet government and various groups of the Soviet population, the author
analyzes the significance of conflicts in the political and everyday life of Soviet citizens,
the dynamics, features and ways of overcoming conflict situations. Drawing on the
concept of totalitarianism and modernization on the basis of the "new social history"
methodology and the theory of conflict by L. Koser, using the method of content analysis,
the structure of conflicts is reconstructed, the issue of their frequency and quantity in
the region in 1936-1938 is being developed. A conclusion about the conflicts using
by the authorities as a mobilization tool, social engineering and repression is made;
the hypothesis of the partial non-control of the party-state apparatus of spontaneous
conflict situations is confirmed. The scientific results obtained in the development of the
problem, in the future, can be used as practical for the analysis and prediction of conflict
situations in various social models, including modern ones. The main result of the work
is the formation of an idea of the conflict as a policy instrument and, at the same time,
as a factor of influence on it in conditions of social tension.

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Local Features of the Tomsk Version of the Kulai

Abstract
The article deals with the materials of archaeological monuments of the Tomsk Ob
region of the end of the IV century BC - IV century AD. The materials are associated
with the emergence and development of the Tomsk version of the Kulai cultural and
historical community. The cultural features of this version of the Kulai cultural and
historical community are described in the article. It also gives the characteristics of the
features, which included the external architectural features of buildings in settlements,
the planigraphy of their mutual location, and the features of fortification systems of
settlements. It was found that, despite the obvious Kulai appearance, the settlements
of the Tomsk Ob region have several distinguishing differences that are peculiar to
this region only. The differences are especially clearly manifested at the initial stage
of penetration of the Kulai people into the territory of the Tomsk Ob region. Special
attention is paid to pottery. Three chronological stages of its existence are identified,
based on the available data. The identified cultural and historical processes suggest that
in the Tomsk ODb region all three stages took place in a single cultural space associated
with the Kulai cultural and historical community, but had local differences.
